Linguistics, Writing, Paleography, etc.).

c. Abstracts must be on a single A4 page, 12 point font(or ‘small 4’ for Chinese), with one
inch (2.5cm) margins each (top, bottom, sides).

d. Please send two copies of the abstract to isacg-8@hanmail.net: attach one as Word
document specifying the names of the author(s), affiliation(s), and email address; attach the
other as PDF identifying the title only for anonymous review.

e. Submitted papers will be selected after review by members of the academic committee.
