Spatial discipline on hygienic body in post-war Taiwan

Our body has been habitually constituted by the community, and become the primary focus of body research. But how body has been molded as body today has also been one of the focuses of concern by contemporary cultural theory. 

If we inspect with greater detail, we can have found that the molding of body today is closely related to state governance. We can even say that a body that can leisurely promenade in our consumption community today must first get by those various kinds of governance measures of the state, inscribed or sculptured directly or indirectly. 
On the other hand, when state has based on body as the subject for regulation and governance, it would then indicate that governance must call up body to demonstrate its governance effect. And it is also the indication brought about by theory that Michael Foucault has learned from the theoretical perspective of bio-power mechanism
Since the start of 17th century, it is necessary for modern country to confront with the issue to ascertain that life of all population can be continued and is free from interruption of external power. Therefore, the governance of modern country would always be concerned of how it can strengthen the health of population. Of such concern, “hygiene” of body is begun to be seen with great concern under the assistance of modern medicine and biological knowledge, and it is why the regulation of hygiene has always be regarded as the focus of modern governance.  
At the same time when state is focusing on individual body to implement various kinds of measures of hygiene regulations, it has, as well, transferred focus of attention to environmental hygiene, and space regulations of body hygiene. Besides, all of these measures can have strengthened the knowledge discourse and governance action of hygiene, working in conjunction with space installation action of various aspects.   
This article has carried along with such a theoretical understanding, and review fragments during early stage of post-war modern governance in Taiwan as it attempts to appreciate how each of the modern body, historically and geographically, has shown up through various kinds of hygiene regulations and space governance projects 
Governance dilemma confronted by the ruling at the early stage of post-war Taiwan 

During the early stage after the war, Taiwan was “returned” to Kuomintang (the nationalist party, KMT) by Japanese that had ruled Taiwan for 50 years, which has considered itself as the authentic ruler of China. But when the nationalist government took over Taiwan, it was confronted with the governance dilemma of multiple difficulties. 
I. Significant lack of governance resources – short of money, manpower, and governance skills 
Since it was significantly short of financial and manpower resources for allocation, the official was tied with standstill for many of the tasks that were supposedly to be implemented. Most of all, the work of quarantine existed in name only. After the war, all of the quarantine measures installed at the four respective ports of Keelung, Kaohsiung, Tamsui, and Hualien during Japanese Occupation were destroyed i9n war. After the reception by the Port Authority of the Transportation Department, Executive Office, the Office had, for three months long, been unable to carry out restoration work for short of funding. As for quarantine centers of each port, they had been wholly unable to operate for shortage of quarantine equipment and manpower as well as without the announcement of suitable quarantine regulations in Taiwan for implementation. Under the context of loophole unable to prevent external epidemic, it was not long that epidemics of cholera and plague occurred, which was not found in Taiwan for already sometime. As a result, it led to the cases of infection and deaths in areas of Taiwan, triggering jittery. （陳淑芬, 2000, page 92-94）
II. When intervention of mandatory occupation by Japanese was released, mindset of “Retro” appeared among the civilian 
Before the war, Japanese occupation is given with the strong features of external shaping, for its occupation of Taiwan it employed mandatory and ruling intervention. As a result, most Taiwanese would, in surface, take order directly from the Japanese colonial rules, except for a few community elites of Taiwan. Yet, Taiwanese would, underneath, try as much as they could to retain and preserve their traditional customs. （吳文星, 1992, page 372）
Of such resistance under table, the mentality of liberations has, in the form of cultural customs, quickly permeated itself within the community of Taiwan right after the war, so that the “Restoration” of Taiwan indicates that it would return to its previous ways of life, while various kinds of religious rituals and folk customs would, once again, be restored to their daily life. And they would no longer have to be concerned of each of the past life habits, for instances, spitting or pissing or shitting at will would not then be arrested and penalized. 
In addition, mandatory preventive injection in the past and the dictatorial regulations of Japanese rules to resort to western medicine rather than Chinese medicine were also changed. People then would no longer be willing to accept preventive injection, whereas Chinese medicine had then become the primary source of medical treatment among the mass. 
III. After 1949, massive amount of political immigrant from China intensified the difficulty of governance 
When Japanese was defeated in 1946, the Japanese unveiled massive withdrawal from Taiwan. Take Taipei for instance, the population dropped to about 270,000 by the end of the year. But after 1949, as of political turmoil in mainland China massive amount of immigrant relocated themselves from mainland China to Taiwan, in addition to the increasingly natural growth of population, the population of Taiwan City increased to more than 600,000 by 1953. As a whole, from the time of post-war to 1953 the population of Taipei City had doubled within the short span of time of 7 to 8 years (朱萬里, 1954, page 22）. 
Dilemma of governance
Within short span of time when the framework of regulation and governance by Japanese colonial rule was released, the city had quickly fallen into the status of lawlessness even worse than times during the war. In addition to the massive flow of immigrant population   taking residence, not for long infectious diseases occurred once and again, leading to the threat of population death. And if there was any space in the city, it would be soon be built up with rows of shabby and wooden houses in order to supply the fast increasing accommodation demands, no matter if it was of planned thoroughfare. Thus, it has rendered urban infrastructure both incomplete and affected by war to become more broken up in fragments. 
As such, house chores as various kinds of vegetable washing, clothing drying, and toilet brushing that were supposedly to be conducted indoor were forced to be carried out along city streets and roads as of extremely restricted and shabby living conditions. 
Besides, massive amount of trash was unable to be transported to the suburb for processing in time, turning the entire city almost drowned up by trash. As for manure, it was also unable to be cleared up timely, so that the “yellow disaster” had immersed the entire city within the aroma of smelly flavor all day long. 
Chung Yi-ren, who rebelled against Japanese during the Japanese Occupation, recalled the scenario when war was first ended, he said,
“When Japanese was defeated, they would not dare to rule us anymore. Taiwan is ours now, and we are free. We can be whatever we like…. Overnight, it turns into anarchy for the community of Taiwan. Vendors that are supposedly to operate business inside the market have now moved outside the market, sidewalk, and roadside in order to “strive for business.” Since the entrance of market is blocked, customers are unable to get in and out, affecting the business of meat, fish, and vegetable sellers. And they had, in a fit of anger, relocated themselves to the roadside in a rush.”
On the other hand, the dirt of streets had turned worse and worse as vendors dumped their trash at will. As for residents, their door-way was also blocked by vendors, so that trash cars could not get close by…. Ultimately, the residents were forced to dump their domestic trash onto the road willfully (（鍾逸人, 《辛酸六十年》, page 282-284）
Huang Chao-gin, the first mayor of Taipei City after the war, pointed out the chaotic situation the city was back then:


First, there were ruined walls and houses everywhere, so that there was rubble and debris all the place, while severe damage after the bombing was even more shocking. For then, piles of trash were formed into mountains, whereas blocked sewage was extremely smelly and dirty, making itself the havens of mosquitoes, and it had greatly affected the health of the citizens. Second, in order to open up air-raid shelter during the war many complete buildings were demolished within intense living quarters of crowded houses, while sidewalks and safety islands on several major thoroughfares were installed with air-raid shelters. Besides, citizen had made use of limited open space to grow vegetables and bean, so that the entire city outlook was wholly ruined. Third, it was all shabby houses on open space and ruined housed, especially on two sides of the corners on main streets simple stores were put up to operate small business. (黃朝琴, 1989, page 145)
In view of the chaos of urban administration back then, the ruling had totally no idea as where they could start to place their hands. As such, they could but once and begin carried out the most superficial mobilization of environment sweeping. For Taipei, when the nationalist government began take-over work in November 1945, it had then held a 10-day long environment hygiene movement noted as “10-day cleaning movement.” Nonetheless, under the context of limited manpower and cleaning tools while the general public was busy restoring their own houses it was found that the street trash stayed almost untouched, with dirty water everywhere and it gave rise of mosquito and insect.（葉龍彥, 1991, page 102）
Then, Mayor Huang once again launched “labor service week” in less than two months by the middle of January in 1946, and a total of more than 10,000 students were mobilized throughout the city and they went everywhere to carry out sweeping work, and the mayor also encouraged staff of the city government to organize labor squads to take part in the labor service of cleaning. In addition, Mayor Huang would pay inspection to places everyday, and he again made speech to the general public about the importance of cleanliness and hygiene. Even more, Taiwan Broadcast Station had also dispatch publicity vehicles to join the propaganda work. 
But not long after the labor service week was concluded, “One can see trash everywhere, and the sewage was most dirty and blocked, with mosquitoes overgrowing as one walks on the streets of Taipei, especially the neighborhood of Yenping Road (previous Taiping Ding), and the city outlook is getting worse and worse.” (台灣新生報, 11st November, 1945, editorial, prospect on construction of city works). Of such repeated scenarios, they were seen once and again in the next few years, and it had brought significant pressure onto the urban governance of Nationalist government after the war. 
In 1953, the branch offices of OSHA in Taipei and NTU had jointly unveiled the very large scale investigation regarding city status of Taiwan. In the report of investigation “City and Industry of Taiwan,” the status of living conditions in cities of Taiwan was described as hard and with poor quality, “more than one-third of the city residents raise fowls, and these animals would ramble inside and outside of the house at will.” 
“As for the several impoverished families, an unexpected observer would come up with such an impression, “sweeping rag is nothing but a piece of cloth, and it can clean anything. One can see that a very dirty sweeping rag is used to clean the faces of children, even blister and streaming nose. Who knows what the cloth is used on sometime before, and to be used for the next occasion.” 
“For living room both in the city or urban household, most of them do not meet the lowest requirements of safety and hygiene, and that hurts the physical and mental health of the citizens.”   
Imaginary space within hygienic modernity 
When faced with the most serious problem of city administration back then, the improvement of “environmental hygiene” had become the focus that all hygiene management officials, scholars, and experts publicized to the general mass, while the newspaper and magazine had, once again, repeated the importance of “environmental hygiene.” 
At the same time, the knowledge of “Hygiene” that is most closely related to “environmental hygiene” had begun to place the focus in prevention of infectious disease and expanded it to hygienic control onto the environment of daily life. Thus, it started to lay emphasis on the hygienic conditions of buildings.  
Among them, since “scaling” of “water” is closely related of physical health under the discourse support of bacteriology, it is why the knowledge and science of hygiene had begun to place attention to the digging and purification skills of well and toilet. 
Meanwhile, “Hygiene” has specifically claimed that the most “modern method of dirt disposal” is “to carry away with water.” As of such a view, “It has offered the necessary knowledge foundation for “flushing toilet” (what we called “flushing water closet”) as it appears in the hygiene scene of contemporary household (經利彬, 張文彬, 1972, page 152-153). 
Furthermore, air and sunlight have also become the necessary conditions for physical health, while “hygiene” also started to investigate the measures of ventilation and lighting inside the house. With regard to “natural ventilation,” “hygiene” has made use of schema so that one can observe how window-opening of rooms can have affected indoor ventilation. If the ventilation of a living space is sufficient, it can bring in fresh air outdoors, and dilute various kinds of bad air, heat, dust, warmth, upholding indoor temperature and humidity and bringing in comfort and health to human body. (經利彬, 張文彬,1972, page 152-153). 
 “Hygiene” has also started discussions about indoor light-beams within the building. Whether if indoor light-beam can shine sufficient, one would have to consider issues not just the indoor altitude of building and size of window opening, it is also related o the road width in front of the building as well as the height of the building on the opposite side. (經利彬, 張文彬,1972, page 152-153).  
Also, the clue of discussion concerning a modern “ideal home” has seemingly showed up. Based on the aforementioned knowledge network of household hygiene, various kinds of ideas on how one selects living environment, and decorate garden, and indoor environment and others so as to establish an ideal, and clean “home” are found in the officially published book “Our Family.” And it has become the point of publicity for modern governance by state.
As the image of “ideal house” found low-density site, perspective and plan view are conducted through such architectural glossary for demonstration, and it has, indeed, met the basic requirements of architectural hygiene. The garden and path at the periphery of the house in the perspective has showed that large amount of open space is retained at the back and front of the building, well taking lighting, ventilation, fire-fighting, and other hygiene and safety into consideration. Within the house, there is only one wall with window for opening aside from dining room and toilet because of their location, while other rooms have opened two windows to the outdoor on two sides by the wall. As such, it has provided sufficient opening space for its indoor and outdoor ventilation and lighting. 
Besides, what stands out the most in the “ideal home” should be that it has employed three pieces of water-washing toilet as washbasin, flushing closet, and bathtub considered to be most “hygienic” as stressed in “Hygiene.” 
To be more specific, within in the project of “ideal home” space that is certain yet divided (living room, dining room, bedroom, bathroom, and each space is titled given with clear household functions) has revealed a brand new mechanism of privacy control. 
As compared to the simple and wooden houses most people lived in then, there was nothing but a large room for the entire family, or in contrast to the space layout being narrow and dark in row house found in the city, and such a brand new mode of living space has, indeed, provided a prototype of modern “ideal home.” 
Household chores permeation of hygiene governance
On the other hand, urban governance conducted through hygienic discourse as based on the core of body hygiene and health is reckoned to focus on the “novel female” who is supposedly to take up the role of modern household chores, and it has unveiled the governance actions aiming at the objective of maintaining clean life. 
Regarding household chore management knowledge pertaining to hygiene, cleanliness, and healthiness, column articles from various kinds of magazines and newspapers are exploited, such as the understanding of children’s physical and mental health, how one can keep one’s home clean, enhancement of diet nutrition, and orderly management of life. All of them have attempted to call back women from multiple aspects to imagine themselves to become a comprehensive modern female. Thus, they can then build up a clean and orderly home, thus safeguarding the physical health of family members. 
the most “clean” family

On the official magazine “中國一周,”an article was printed on 15th December 1952, which had call upon the mass to mobile in echo to the islandwide comprehensive cleaning and sweeping action unveiled, and it introduced the most “clean” family that was chosen from the Fall sweeping movement. The family was a typical middle-class family; the husband worked in a bank, and the wife was a nurse, while their children were cared for by their grandma. The state attempts to make public of the household life photos of the family, and demonstrate the cleanliness-loving and tidy life habits of the family in front of the nationals. From the report, the visualization of clean and tidy household landscape was being translated into the minds of nationals. 
In the article, it had once and again mentioned that the hostess, Jing Fang, worked with sweat and diligently to clean up, and she also had to do laundry, ironing for their family aside from work. All of these chores tell that the housewife was most devoted to the “cleanliness” and tidiness” of household chores. And the description of these norms had repeatedly stressed the upholding of family cleanliness and neatness would have to rely on the women who had constantly cleaned corners of homes before cleanliness could be realized. 
Along with the photos, the host and hostess in them and their clean and tidy life were being introduced, and it repeatedly states how they had suitably placed their furniture in their living room, dining room, and bedroom as found in the aforementioned “ideal home.” Besides, it had showed the daily routines and context of an authentic family in modern life, and such life was again acknowledge through their clean and tidy life landscape of household chores.  
Up to the point, “family cleanliness” has become the theme concerned by each of the official magazines in the 50s. Along with discussions of family environment cleanliness, it has mainly followed two main approaches; the first is to teach women how to carry out cleaning, and the other is to introduce scientific knowledge in relations to cleaning methods. 
In the column “Women and Family” as found in the half-monthly “Harvest” which is mainly targeted at subjects of rural family, an article “Discussion on the Cleanliness of Family Environemnt”teaches women how they could clean their homes. Take for instances, “trash must be dump-ed into the garbage can, and it must be covered with lid;” “vegetable and fruit peel as well as fowl shit have to be swept all the time;” “peripheral ditch outside has to be cleared up from time to time, so that dirty water won’t block up, making it haven for mosquitoes to proliferate;” “ shit has to be cleared up, and cesspool must be covered with lid, while toilet should best be installed with screening window and door, and ground cleanliness and dryness must be kept all the time;” “after sweeping every time, it is best that disinfectant water should be sprayed (such as bleaching water or soda water and so on) to reduce flying and staying of flies and fleas.” When cleaning dust on table, chair, closet, and cabin indoor and furniture, “don’t use chicken-feature sweep for sweeping for then dust will fly around, and it is best to use cleaning rag to clean up.” As for toilet, “it is best that lime powder, DDT, or other disinfectant water be sprayed after brushing every day,” so that it cannot only keep mosquito and fly away, but it also sterilizes. (陳學曾, 19540810,《豐年》，version 15 volume 4, page 22-23）
Furthermore, ground and kitchen utensils of kitchen must be kept clean all the time, while various kinds of dining apparatus as cups, dishes, chopstick, and bowls in daily life should “be best washed with boiling water before use.” As for drinking water, it is suggested that “it can be taken after hot boiled, while food ingredients for cooking “must not be placed on ground or left to children for fun.” As for cooked and prepared food, “if it is not to be partaken right the way, they should be placed within screening veil to avoid gathering of fly and dust.” At the same time, cleaning rag used in kitchen “should be separated (one is for furniture and one for food),” and “the cleaning rag for dining utensils should be placed in boiled in boiling water in case that germs might linger” and then contaminate onto the dining utensils.” Otherwise, it can easily bring about infectious disease. (陳學曾, 19540810,《豐年》，version 15 volume 4, page 22-23）
Even the officially published “Hygiene Magazine” also teaches women how to cleanse clothing “clean and white.” From the dialog network from “hygiene” to “cleanliness,” “clean and white” of clothing is then directly rendered from the appearance of body, and so how to turn clothing “clean and white” has become the important skills of household chores of women. 
As for the official women magazine, “Chinese Women,” it also talks about “how to wash clothing,” and through massive amount of photos introducing the step of washing it has, in great details, how female readers how they could wash clothing clean and white. From these detail-oriented reminders regarding daily laundry work, a regular household chores experience is then begun to be organized systemically, and a set of scientific dialog is then being “orderized”
 so that the seemingly regular household chore experience is then enhanced to become a classified specific “knowledge” of certain depth. 
For those women who would squat for most of the time on the ground using aluminum-made basin and dark and heavy wood-made washing board to wash clothing, the most fascinating part of the professional knowledge of clothing washing might perhaps not be the content of its discourse, but rather those novel photos. Among these photos, almost every object is placed to the table surface near their waits, and simply such “height” of the table surface could be most “appealing” to women then for it is wholly different from women who would have to squat and bend themselves when washing clothing. Of such, it has brought a kind of different body imagination for “clothing washing,” and the imagination is quite pleasant. In fact, anyone who would have to squat to wash clothing knows that it can be most exhausting if body has to squat as well as scrub clothing with much effort. 
Besides, from the demonstration of photos regarding “spectacle,” it has also brought along with a sense of foreignness, and it is mainly because of those white table surface, white porcelain, transparent glassware, glass cups, glass jugs, small package box, and diverse sizes of metal spoons. Most of all, the modern faucet and white washbasin embedded to the table surface are most eye-catching, which go with a slim hands painted with nail-oil, so that the “sense of novelty” and “sense of happiness” telling the imagery inebriated with ideas of “white and clean” have well brought forth some most unprecedented imagination for modern household chores for Taiwanese women after the war.
Create modern visual spectacle of household chores 
At the same time, the US had begun to dispatch “American Military Advisers” to station in Taiwan since 1951 as of the consideration for geopolitics during the face-off in cold war, and it had then unveiled military and economic aids for Taiwan. US had not only aggressively delivered its American way of life style to Taiwan culturally through its official publication as “US Today,” but also opened up a wave of comprehensive “Americanization” for the community of Taiwan. Along with it, families of US military advisers had, in group, moved in the suburb of Taipei, and it had then brought forth with such a close-up stare upon the modern household life led by US culture. 
First of all, through “US Today” a way of American life carried with a modern household chore image is then directly shown in front of the general public authentically through its real-site photos. 
For a report about “TV in USA,” a photo has clearly shown that family and friends would sit around to watch TV in a typical middle-class US family, and it is considered to be rather novel and modern for the leisure life of the US family. (US Today, 18th February, 1950, 13)  
In the photo, there is a round-shaped table lamp and three photo-frames of the family, mural of the closet embedded with a large mirror that can reflect depth of the living, and standing book-racks sitting to the wall by the closet, while everyone is sitting on plaid-clothing sofa, aside from the fact that all of them are intensely staring at the TV. All of them are considered to be necessary elements that can hardly be missed from modern family landscape. 
Of such an example, it had again showed up in another photo imagery introducing TV educational function. There are two children of relatively older aged in a family, and they sit around the TV, “and they would listen to geographical program of the TV, and check about the globe for their assignment.” (World Today, 15, August, 1954, 10-1). As for the other younger kid, he is squatting by the sofa, inspecting his tricycle-cart. (World Today, 15, August, 1954, 10-1).
No matter if it is in the city or country, modern landscape of US family has repeatedly showed up scenes as dining room, sofa, TV, arranged with carpet and curtain and others.
US Army family dormitory as heterotopias

In 1955, the US military advisors had resided at Shang-tze-hou of Yangmingshan as their site to put up their dormitory for families. To accommodate to the needs of living habits of US personnel stationed in Taiwan, the kind of independent houses of US urban residence attached with gardens had then become the basic pattern when officials of Taiwan considered the construction of building dormitory for US families. 
Such residential construction with low building coverage and low volume rate has rendered each of the US family dormitories to possess a large piece of green yard, and there is extensive space from block to block for site allocation, with an average of more than 10 to 15 meters. Meanwhile, since the building of every household is arranged at the center of its site, its road width with its front-yard depth (based on the size of the streets to respectively install 6, 8, 10 meter of community roads) is large enough to have sufficient distance between households, providing sufficient ventilation, lighting, and privacy conditions for every construction. 
In terms of indoor space, the size of house for each military family varies, but all of them have a entrance porch, and an American style living with a fireplace of at least 5meter wide opening; also, there are one dining room, kitchen, laundry room, and work room, and there are also one maid’s room with bathroom, regardless of the size of the house. And among those types of house with varying sizes, they would have 2 to 5 bedrooms, 1 to 2 bathrooms, 1 to 2 storage rooms. Most of all, some military houses even have family room, sunlight room, meal preparation room, and garage（吳坤霖, 1998）. 
Of these houses for military families, the most exotic ones are probably the fireplace with the grand living room decorated with French windows facing greenery lawn, and the long rectangle dining table covered with white cloth and set with knife, spoon, plate, high-heel glass, and slender candle-stand. As a matter of course, various kinds of electrical equipment in the kitchen have also demonstrated the mode of life displayed with electrical utensils for modern life. Besides, hot water is also heated with electrical heater, in addition to the fact that every houses is found with central condition, which has exhausted all it can “for modern electrical life.” 
Of such modern household chore landscape that had already appeared in Taiwan in 1950, they are wholly beyond the imagination of every citizens, not to say that they could be of the standards household chores affordable by most. Yet, it is exactly of such drastic difference it shows in life different from most people, this plan of house groups for US military families upon Yangmingshan has become the heterotopias as jotted down by Foucault, and has become the mirror authentically in existence as people pursue for Americanized dream of modern life. 
Deformed “American Dream”

In contrast, political immigrants coming along with nationalist government to Taiwan reaches to several millions, and merely in 1949 about 600,000 people came to Taiwan, and many of them were families of the military. With such massive scale of political immigration to Taiwan, they were confronted with the scene that they could find no place to stay. Some who were more capable would rent civilian houses for accommodation, but those who were less capable could put up temporary and shabby wooden houses at the neighboring schools, temples, churches, and space of ruined building to where the army was stationed. Thus, their life was most difficult.（潘國正 ,1997）
Most of all, the income of most military servicemen was rather meager, so that they were forced to crowd in small and pressing living environment. Very often, it was normal that a household of 6 to 7 people would have to stay in a house of one room, and quite a lot of families had to stay in large warehouse, whereas each of the households could only use blanket or straw mat for space partitioning. Given with the embarrassment of living, it had not only brought kinds of inconvenience but also difficulties for life in short of privacy. 
In face of living conditions to nearly the state of abject poverty in reality, an islandwide movement of construction for military family was aggressively unveiled as led by the” Joint Association of Women Anti-communism and Resistance against Russia” of Madam Soong (abbreviated as the National Women’s League (NWL) in 1950s. And NWL had, in a decade, built up a 38,000 residences for military families. 
These residences of military families were done of construction through the state that solicited funding from the entire community, and it has brought along with the sweet coming of modern life. First of all, rows of residential units have formed a modernized “community” through its wonderful gate and wall. Within the community, there stand high-rise water towers, straight roads, and power-poles erected by the sides in rows, telling that the community is able to offer its own power and water. Inside the community, there are the affiliated kindergarten and welfare cooperative in surrounding an extensive greenery, showing a wonderful scene of life with excellent functionality, so that it can have provide most stabilizing image of household within the warfare atmosphere permeated with “Fighting Back to China”
at any time.  
Within the community, the newly-built dormitory had provided a complete unit of space partitioning for every household; even if the space is most small, every household would have its own kitchen toilet, and at least a bedroom, and if it is larger there could also be a living room. Then, people would no longer have to crowd in a wholly uncovered environment without any privacy. 
Concurrently, the aforementioned discourse “ideal home” has indicated the imagery of individualized, and privatized “modern home,” while in the project of such state “residence of military family” the space of household chore being classified is then being stressed and stood out. 
Tentative conclusions 

From the aforementioned historical dialog and events, we have witnessed that the construction of a “modern” body can never be free from the intervention of state. In fact, the state would, on one hand, request body subject to realize various kinds of daily clean and hygiene habit from the aspect of daily regulation, it would, on the other hand, delineate a picture of ideal scene for modern life through a series of discursive translation and non-discursive practice, helping to facilitate the body subject to head towards such ideal scene. 
To be more specific, the creation of such modern body subject is mainly based on the household chores of private domain. Through the space context delineating the “ideal home” and the introduction to women with various kinds of ways to conduct cleaning for household chores, it has got along with the modern image of furniture and equipment, and a hygiene and clean modernized household chore life. As such, it has begun to provide the expectation and longing helping to lower various kinds of fatigues for the body. 
When we place these series of modern household chores/space/body regulation back to the specific historical network for observation, it won’t be hard for us to have sensed such an intense feeling of “shame” as contrast to the progressive culture labeled by the Europe and US modern world as we are compelled to confront with.  
In other words, from the shaping of series of modern body subject we can have noticed that there is such imagination and longing for the modern life, and senses that the community is going through a start in pertaining to the negation movement of collective identity.
