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Abstract
By reason of the  Sunflower Movement (太陽花學運), this paper is designed to applies solely  SOCINT (Social Media Intelligence) from Taiwan to exam the Cross-Strait Relation development in presidency of President Ma, Ying-Jeou, Republic of China (馬英九) and President Xi, Jingping (習近平) , People's Republic of China. After message review on social medias, this paper concludes that more and more Taiwanese NGOs are pessimistic about trade and economic co-operation with China, because these NGOs leaders discover several business inequality, and they also disagree about sovereignty (No One China Policy) issue within bilateral economic and trade collaboration. They argue that Tawain is a pet for China in this way of trade and economic co-operation.
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Introduction

This paper aims on three research questions: 1. What is the Sunflower Movement? Why the Sunflower Movement earns great echo? What the Sunflower Movement impacts on China-Taiwan Relations? Apparently, the Sunflower Movement is the research object, and the research data intensifies to use social network sites (such like FACEBOOK, BLOG, TWITTER, and so on) to conduct this reserach. Social network sites have become more and more influencial for public governance, and more and more nations are impacted by social network sites to change policies or laws. In addtion, more and more governments and politicians start polls and surverys to collect public opinions to initiate policies or laws. Therefore, this paper selects these social network sites to conduct research: (Table 1 Popular Social Network Site (NGOs concern China-Taiwan Relations) in Taiwan)

The graphic 1 draws the different perspectives and conclusions in China-Taiwan Relations between the Taiwanese NGOs and the Taiwan government, and this paper applies the SOCINT to summerise these NGOs' arguements and conclusions, and uses the Commercial (Trade) Peace theory/Commercial Liberalism to analyse the Taiwan government's policies toward China.



Graphic 1 Taiwan government and Taiwanese NGOs' perspectives on China-Taiwan Relations

So far, this paper cannot locate what theory or research concept to analyse the Taiwanese NGOs' theoretical proposals, arguements or request, because these groups have own goals, but this paper can use the SOCINT to outline their common arguements and conclusions. Nonetheless, the Taiwan government has consistent and clear policy and arguement in China-Taiwan Relations, and has promoted and drafted several programmes to enhance China and Taiwan to anchor economy, trade, culture, education and science, industry and business. Moreover, the Taiwan government plans to reach political issues with the Chian government. 


The Taiwan government believes that more engagement with China can ease tension and better mutual co-operation, particularly China has become dominator in world economic, but these NGOs argue that China and Taiwan contact intensively, but both sides stay in zero-sum game problem, especially China desires of Taiwan sovereignty and terrority. 

Sunflower Movement 

After Prof. Ma, Jing-jou took presidency, he has proposed several policies to better China-Taiwan Relations. Unlike former President Cheng, Shu-Bian, President Ma has tried to eliminate hostility agaisnt China, but starts deep engagement instead. Among President Ma's policies toward China, the economic policies are major development but critical issue, particularly the ECFA (Economic Cooperation Framework Agreement) is the most significant economic policy for China and Taiwan. President Ma highlights the ECFA to be major economic achievement and policy, because he plans to tie Taiwan with China to co-operate economic collaboration and hleps Taiwanese enterprises to be more valuable in world market.


On the purpose of breaking isolation in world market, President Ma has been active to reach international trade and business agreements with Singapore, United States, New Zealand, the EU, and other internatinoal trade organisations and countries. In the beginning, most Taiwanese believes the ECFA will improve Taiwan economic development, and they believe this economic stimulus can strengthen Taiwan economy. However, more and more Taiwanese distrust the ECFA can change their life and employment. Even though, 60% Taiwanese people conclude that the ECFA leads Taiwan to economic hell, President Ma continues to activate the ECFA to intensify mutual economic co-operation between China and Taiwan. (遠見民意調查中心，2010).


Table 2 summerises President Ma's statements on the ECFA from various media resources, and this demonstrates that President Ma does not abolish the ECFA even if majority opposes.

Although President Ma promotes the ECFA, some Taiwanese have strong doubt on it. When Lawmaker Chung Chin-Chung (Kuomintong Partry, Taiwan) uses unallowable to notify the Cross-Strait Service Trade Agreement, a lot of Taiwanese NGOs have strong anger to express how deep they regret and dislike this agreement. These NGOs requests to legalise the supervision Act to monitor the Cross-Strait Service Trade Agreement, but the NGOs request is not acceptable by President Ma.
Animal de Compagnie

With reference of social media, most Taiwanese NGOs criticises the ECFA and the Cross-Strait Service Trade Agreement a lot. These NGOs look down on President Ma, and make “Animal de Compagnie” be metaphor to decribe China-Taiwan Relations in the era of ECFA and the Cross-Strait Service Trade Agreement. These NGOs think that President Ma is less flexible to deal with China in economic co-operation. In fact, these NGOs conclude that President Ma acts like pet to beg for economic co-operation oppportunities. These NGOs criticises that President Ma loses own identity, and has no own voice. 
These NGOs argue that Taiwan is deeply dependent on China's market to generate stimulus of economy for Taiwan, and China exploits trade and economic incentives to exchange with Taiwan not to come toward sovereignty independence. These NGOs argue that China acts as master to feed Taiwan, and Taiwan plays the role of pet to bring spiritul comfort to China. More and more NGOs have deep concern and worry that China uses economic power to control Taiwan politics, and China expects Taiwan to be integrated into Sino-market to isolate Taiwan sovereignty.
Conclusion

This paper uses the SOCINT to study China-Taiwan relations, and this can be first strike to study the Cross-Strait Relations. Even though this research concept and method has conflict with traditional ones, this research concep and method  can reflect to reality of public opinion. This paper concludes that President Ma believes that Taiwan cannot isolate or keep distance away from China, but he argues that the ECFA is good for Taiwan to bring more opportunities. These NGO concludes that only pet has to listen to his master. When President Ma tries to better Taiwan-China Relations, these NGOs  oppose Taiwan to engage deeply with China. Obviously, China mobolises economic power to be coersice agaisnt Taiwan politics, such like sovereignty and territory. 

China is welcome President Ma's China-Taiwan co-operative economic and trade policy, and China encourages to come closer integration to be one economic body to compete against others in world. However, China and Taiwan exist sovereignty and territorial issues when economic co-operation. Even if China and Taiwan try not to discuss political issues, these two parties exist sovereignty conflict due to One China Policy and Principle. More and more NGOs criticise that President Ma is too naive to negotiate with China about economic and trade co-operation, particularly President Ma believes Taiwan and China can only discuss pure economic and trade issues. Nonetheless, economic is extension of politics, and politics cannot be departed from economy, particularly when co-operative governments appear sovereignty and territorial conflict. It is very impossible to seperate politics and economy, even if, it can be, but it is temporary. 
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
