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Historically, women suffered many unequal treatments and lay in an inferior
position. As time went by, feminists aroused women's awareness by agitating for
women's right. “Gray literature” such as pamphlets, posters and manuscripts produced
during the Feminist Movement thus become valuable women resources. However, there are
only few specific libraries, archives and museums collect and preserve these
unobvious resources. Recently, digital preservation technology model emerges women's
studies special collection and makes it access easily and communicate efficiently.
Nevertheless, related studies are seldom seen in Taiwan's libraries, it is the reason
for investigating this topic. This article describes the origin and development of
women's studies special collection and study women's studies resources in US's
academic libraries to provide suggestions for libraries in Taiwan.
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
