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The flow characteristic of open channel chute flow is the aerated phenomenon during its downward course. Application of Hsu's (1990) method for measuring air concentration at Manning's coefficient n=0 .0188 determines an empirical formula which relates the depth averaged air concentration to flow parameters. The empirical formulae together with the step method are utilized for practical applications. The analytical vertical distribution of the air concentration, which are described by two different transport characters, are in good agreement to the experimental data.
